Requirements for a High School Diploma

To earn an Alberta High School Diploma a student must meet the
following requirements:

Earn a minimum of 100 credits

Complete and meet the standards of the following courses:

e English 30-1 or English 30-2

e Social Studies 30-1 or Social Studies 30-2

e One of Math at the 20 Level which could be;

Mathematics 20-1, Mathematics 20-2 or Mathematics 20-3)

e One of: Science—20 Level
(Science 20, Science 24, Biology 20, Chemistry 20, or Physics 20)

e Physical Education 10 (3 credits)

e Career and Life Management (CALM) - (3 credits)

e 10 Credits in any combination from Career and Technology
Studies (CTS) or Fine Arts or Physical Education (beyond PE 10),
Second Languages or Registered Apprenticeship Program.

e 10 Credits in any 30-level course IN ADDITION fo English 30-1 or
English 30-2 AND a 30-level Social Studies course. Courses may
include Science 30 (Chemistry 30, Biology 30, Physics 30), Math
30, Art 30, Drama 30, Music 30, Info Pro 30 modules, Com Tech 30
modules, Foods 30 modules, Fashion Studies 30 modules, Lan-
guages 30 (French 30, Spanish 30), Work Experience 35.

e The final 24 credits required can be from any combination of
20 and 30 level courses not already accounted for.

Graduates will enter to be seated on the gymnasium floor by
advisor group.

Guest seating (family and friends) will be in the bleachers; limited
floor seating will be available. Staff will be seated on the stage.

Lifetouch is the official photographer and will take pictures of each
grad receiving his/her diploma and/or handshake.

Parents/Guests are asked to remain seated during
the convocation as there is no area available for
personal photographs.

Chinook will be streaming convocation online live to
accommodate those unable to attend. Look for the
web link on our website closer to convocation.

Grad Portraits are set for November 25 - December 13, 2024. These are
booked directly online directly through Lifetouch
at www.prestigeporiraits.ca

There is no 8-digit code, students/parents can search by Province and City
(Alberta and Lethbridge) and use the grads first and last name. Sittings are
30 minutes and $40 with 16-18 proofs. These include all the traditional cap
and gown portraits as well as 6-8 casual images done with a change of
clothing, sports equipment, musical instruments, books or whatever props
student wish to bring to individualize their sitting (no weapons please).

Lifetouch accepfts Visa, Mastercard, debit and cash for the sitting fee.

GRADE 12 CHECKLIST

This is a general checklist to help guide you through this year.
Please check with specifics when making your post-secondary
plans.

Let's face it - the earlier you know what's coming up, the more
prepared you'll be to SUCCESSFULLY tackle the tasks that lie
ahead.

So here are some guidelines to help you stay organized during
your grade 12 year.

September
[ Check the Alberta High School Diploma Requirement to make sure

you have all the courses you need to graduate this year.

[ students should check with their Advisor to ensure they are on frack to
meet graduation requirements.

[ sign up for MyPass using your personal email, NOT your school email.
Send our admin assistant in the office a Team’s message with your email
address and then follow this link for step by step instructions:
https://chs.lethsd.ab.ca/download /301871

O Apply for a Social Insurance Number if you don't already have one.

O Talk with your advisor, Duane, Amanda (student support) and parents
about career and post-secondary choices.

(m I you are not considering post-secondary education directly after high
school, get all information you may need for the future. Examine what
other options are open to you, determine what you need to do to
achieve your goals. If joining the workforce or traveling for a yearis a plan,
get all the information you will need to apply for post-secondary in the
future.

O Request information from schools (including financial aid/housing).
[ Contact schools for Open Houses and Student for a Day Programs.

[ Begin to work on admissions applications — see Amanda or Duane for
assistance if needed.

Register with www.studentawards.com and www.scholarshipscanda.com
for scholarship opportunities. Check out other scholarship opportunities

September Continued
0 Make an application for any programs that are open and
have competitive entrance (limited seating).

O Check the monthly scholarship updates, scholarship  web-
sites to see what scholarships have deadlines this fall (this can
be found in the Weekly or in the Newsletter on our website,
under Career Centre).

[ Keep this checklist — you have deadlines to meet!

October/November

O APPLY! APPLY! Check your calendar, many institutions have
moved their application date to October!! Make sure you ap-
ply early to guarantee yourself admission. If you are offered a
seat in a program you can always decline.

TIP: Most of these application forms can be completed
and submitted online! Apply Alberta is a great place to
start. It is an online application system that will let stu-
dents apply to one or more post-secondary
institutions and authorize transcript transfers between
participating institutions in Alberta.

You should know:
If you plan on living in residence on campus and have not

yet applied for housing, apply now. Often
accommodations are offered on a first come, first serve

basis.

December/January
O Continue to check available scholarships.

0 Check out diploma exam prep seminars if you need help
preparing for an exam in a particular subject.

O Check your email for updates from institutes, make sure you
respond to all requests.

O continue to work hard!



GRADE 12 CHECKLIST

February/March
O If you have not applied to a post-secondary institution, but wish to at-
tend one next fall, make an appointment with your advisor or Amanda
to discuss options. Deadlines are approaching.

O students should check back with their Advisor to ensure they are on
frack fo meet graduation requirements and set up a grad plan if they
are not on track.

April

O You may receive conditional acceptance (this means you are current-
ly enrolled in the correct courses and achieving the entrance average
but your final acceptance will depend on June diploma marks).

O Make final decision- send deposit to the institute.

O if waitlisted contact admissions to check on the status of your applica-
fion.

O Attend interviews if required.

a Apply for the Rutherford Scholarship - no more deadlines, apply online
anytime - once you have been accepted by your preferred post-
secondary institution. Go to : Alexander Rutherford Scholarship | Alberta
Student Aid. Use the table below to understand the award amounts you
may be eligible for depending on the year you completed high school.

Grade/Average | Grade 10 Grade 11 Grade 12
75% - 79.9% $300 $500 $700
80% + $400 $800 $1300

O you have accepted admission offers from more than one
post-secondary school, make a firm decision on which school
you will aftend.

TIP: To help you decide, evaluate what's important to you! For
example; location, class sizes, programs offered, student ser-
vices, graduate employment rates, etc.

O Apply for Financial Aid www.studentaid.alberta.ca

[ Check to make sure your final transcript(s) are being sent to
the school(s) you are planning to attend.

O study for finals.
O Register for classes! Many schools allow you to pick your

courses and tfailor your first year. Amanda and Duane can
assist with this process.
